ILLINOIS BREAST & CERVICAL 
PROGRAM

Å REGULAR SCREENINGS ARE 
IMPORTANT.

Å BREAST CANCER IS THE MOST 
COMMON CANCER IN 
WOMEN.

Å ROUTINE BREAST 
MAMMOGRAMS AND 
BREAST EXAMS DETECT 
CANCER EARLIER AND 
PROVIDE WOMEN WITH 
BETTER TREATMENT 
OPTIONS.

Å ACCORDING TO THE 
AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY, 
THE 5 YEAR SURVIVAL RATE 
FOR BREAST CANCER IS 98% 
WHEN DIAGNOSED EARLY 
BUTTHIS DROPS TO 26% 
WHEN THE CANCER IS 
DETECTED LATER.

Å CERVICAL CANCER ALSO IS 
TREATABLE IF DETECTED 
EARLIER.  THERE ARE OFTEN 
NO NOTICEABLE SYMPTOMS 
WHEN CERVICAL CANCER IS 
PRESENT,  SO REGULAR 
SCREENINGS ARE 
IMPORTANT.

You will receive free services if you are a 
woman:

ÇLiving in Jersey County, IL 

ÇWithout insurance

Ç35-64 years old

Younger women may qualify if they have 
symptoms. 



ILLINOIS BREAST & CERVICAL PROGAM
Screenings & Treatment

üUninsured women between 35-64 can receive 
free cervical cancer screenings

üWomen found to need treatment may qualify 
for free or low-cost treatment.

üAll uninsured women between the ages of 40-64 
can receive free breast cancer screenings .

üEven if you have already been diagnosed with 
cancer, you may receive free or low-cost 

treatment through this program.

ÅA health care program that provides 
medical family planning services, 
counseling, and health education for 
individuals.           



FAMILY PLANNING HELPS PREVENT 
TEENAGE PREGNANCY

ÅAn American Teenager gets pregnant every 
30seconds.

ÅNearly a third of all abortions in this country 
are performed on teenagers.

ÅThe U.S. leads nearly all developed nations of 
the world in rates of teenage pregnancy, 
abortion and childbearing.

ÅWhat services does family planning offer?

ïFamily Planning  provides a physical examination 
and a contraception method compatible with the 
personal choice of the individual.

ÅWho can receive Family Planning Services?

ïANYONE!  

ÅServices are available to teens, males, and 
women of child bearing age.                    



HOW MUCH DOES FAMILY PLANNING 
COST?

ïFees are based on household size and 
income.  Services are provided to low-
income individuals on a donation basis.  
Public insurance patients who do not have 
a local physician can receive medical 
treatment through Family Planning.  

ïAll patient information is kept confidential 
as mandated by our agency and IL. Dept. 
Human Services.   



WHAT COUNSELING SERVICES ARE 
PROVIDED AT FAMILY PLANNING?

ÅInformation and counseling is available on 
several current birth control methods, what 
to expect during a pelvic exam and proper 
methods of breast self-exam.

ÅAlso counseling & services are offered for the 
prevention & treatment of Sexually

What is Illinois Healthy Women?

ÁIt is a program that covers family planning 
and birth control services for Illinois women.

ÁIt also covers related reproductive healthcare 
if a woman gets this care during her family 

planning visit.

ÁIt is confidential and free.

ÁThis program is voluntary.



ILLINOIS HEALTHY WOMEN

Who is eligible for this program?
You are eligible if:

VYou are at least 19 and no older than 44.
VYou are a U.S. citizen or legal resident with a 

social security number.
VYou live in Jersey County, Illinois.
VYou meet the income guidelines.

VYou have no health insurance coverage for birth 
control.

VYou are currently not pregnant.
